Speiii'ngs are given out ]tor the year and are taug ht
discretely in class each week, rather than for a test. You

can heip your child bg famiiiarising them with the words.

Year 6
children will be invited to a Maths Homework Club each
week.

Year 6 learning.

Reading to learn runs through every curriculum area in
Year 6. We read every day in every lesson.

Children use a Reciprocal Reading approach to analyse
texts in depth g} lite'r“acg and other subjects.

The children also have 1eg ular sessions dailg on Read'mg
Plus which is a computer programme to improve their
reading speed, fluency, vocabulary and comprehension.
They can also log on to Reading Plus at home.

Punctuation and grammar are taug ht and p'r“actised

dailg.

Maths

Maths in Year 6 follows a concrete, pictorial, abstract
model. Children will have access to a wide range of
concrete resources to aid their understanding and explain
their thinking.
